As observing distance is high and animals tenddwenoften into woods, data gathering
methods may need to be adapted. It seems curteantjy possible to follow an individual

for periods of 15 minutes as indicated in the ahigroposal without losing sight contact
sooner or later, i.e. while it might be feasibles@getation types like the ones found in the
meadows, it seems very difficult in the man-highldgs or in the dense forests. It is therefore
proposed to use rather scan sampling of severaidiéls and record the degree of fullness
of cheek pouches as explained by Hasfeal. (1992) in their paper “The differential Use of
Cheek Pouches in a TroopPépio Ursinué. In this way, the use of cheek pouches in dense
vegetation cal also be detected by regular scamsgimovements. Vigilance behaviour could
be recorded as initially described with shorteresation periods.

Therefore, | moved t@aktree Meadoywwhere | supposed them in the later afternoon. |
placed myself at the riverside of the meadow, weiliscious that the baboons normally pass
in that exact place. Around 15:30 (quite early, tmatybe because of the rainy weather), the
first animals arrived on the meadow and were ratinsure what to do and where to go. So, |
passed from the riverside to the hillside in ordelet the troop pass freely, which they later
actually did.

Lots of barking and screaming; animals seem nertligsmorning (already last night, lots of
barking could have been heard). Though, this nena®haviour seems to have its reason in
the troop rather than because of predation, asnwige adults move around, smaller group
members quickly hide or get out of the way (Vid€&o03_1).

In this case, one could easily think that a biggeop doesn’t give more security for the
individuals, but rather stress. At least, when impare the behaviour of this “big” (~50
animals) group with the small group (~15 animafjhough, from the scientific point of
view (literature, etc.), this might be illogicalr(even incorrect), as bigger groups tended to
show more security. And the size of this biggerugrds not even very big compared to data
found in literature (up to 100 and more). Anyway smaller group with ~15 baboons seem
much more pacific than this group (at least duthrese last few days).
