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Opportunities for Visiting

Wildcliff Nature Reserve
Heidelberg, Western Cape

The Wild Cape Nature Trust is offering an opportunity to visit a new conservation venture,
Wildcliff, in the Langeberg Mountains of the Western Cape.

Wildcliff is a Private Nature Reserve founded by lan and Jennifer Giddy in 2007. It is owned by
the Wild Cape Nature Trust and is held in perpetuity for purposes of conservation and research.
Wildcliff consists of 955 hectares, deep kloofs with afro-montane forest, rocky mountaintops and
high meadows of fynbos. It borders on the Boosmansbos Wilderness Area, a UNESCO World
Heritage Site. Directions and a more extensive description of the reserve are provided at
www.wildcliff.org.

Wildcliff has a program of hosting resident volunteer researchers who conduct long term studies
of the fynbos vegetation and fauna, including primates, avifauna, invertebrates and amphibians.
Volunteers participate in other activities too, including eradicating alien vegetation.

Visiting naturalists, amateur as well as professional, are also invited to discover the variety of
plants and animals. Existing hiking trails will be marked, mapped and in some cases extended.
Wildcliff can host day visits or provide limited accommodation for short-term stays. Facilities are
described on the next page.

The Weaver’'s Nest has two bedrooms (sleeps 4),
kitchen and bathroom. This will serve as visitors’
accommodation at present, although larger groups
can sometimes be accommodated in the
farmhouse.

The Heron House (researchers’ facility) has three
bedrooms (5 beds), kitchen and bathroom, and lab
area.

The farmhouse, Talari, is the Trustees’ residence
the location of the Wildcliff library and computer room.

Visitors are asked to provide their own food and cleaning material and own sheets and towels,
and to remove all their garbage. Accommodation should be left in spic and span condition; there
is no staff at Wildcliff.
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
